Outcome:

The honey bees occur all over India. These are social insects and live in large colonies. Since
1928, Union Government Agricultural Department has developed bee-keeping as a cottage
industry all over India. It is the agro-industrial small scale management which deals with the bee
keeping (Apiary). In recent days, it is widely adapted by large number of people in most o the
part of the world. People are earning money by developing their projects in rural areas and also
many people acquire self-employment. It is also helpful in increasing the yield of cultivated
crops as the bees are the best pollinators. The prime commercial products are the honey and bees
wax.

The Khadi and Village Industries Commission (KVIC) promoted the traditional forest
beekeeping industry. The people of rural areas trained with modern bee keeping management,
methods of collection and processing of honey, pollen, wax and other bee products and their
marketing. Now local people and farmers are acquainted with the seasonal management, flow
management death management, provision of feeding, and control and cure of bee disorders, bee
diseases, pests and enemies of bee colonies according to their environmental conditions and
beside these management strategies some special management techniques like queen rearing,
migration of honey production or for colony multiplication, to make them in handling bee
colonies properly. Now-a-days, apiaries are earning a large part of income from production and
supply of package bees, queen bees and nucleus colonies. State governments have come forward
to grant subsidiary financial assistance to popularize the apiculture among rural population and it
is now a sustainable source of income for the farmers and rural people.

We in our college adopted the topic 'Apiculture'as our Add-on course for students of Non-
Science subjects to give them an idea of how it can be used for earning revenue both from honey
and other bee products by selling them through cooperatives or in the market. Ours' being a rural
college, where most of the students come from families whose main source of income is
agriculture, the produce mainly comprising of fruits, mustard,etc, honey bee rearing also
increases the yield of such crops as bees are the most important pollinators.
